The Wisconsin Medical Examining Board received a Stipulation submitted by the parties to the
above-captioned matter. The Stipulation, a copy of which is attached hereto, was executed by
Robert J. Stoy, M.D., personaily and by his attorney, J. Drew Ryberg, and by Claudia Berry Mi-
ran, attorney for the Department of Regulation and Licensing, Division of Enforcement. Based
upon the Stipulation of the parties, the Wisconsin Medical Examining Board makes the follow-
ing Findings of Fact, Conclusions of Law, and Order.

FINDINGS OF FACT

1. Robert J. Stoy, M.D., was born May 12, 1951. Dr. Stoy’s latest address on file with the De-
partment of Regulation and Licensing is 402 Wisconsin Street, Hudson, Wisconsin 54016.

2. Dr. Stoy is licensed to practice in the state of Wisconsin as a physician and surgeon pursuant
to license #22235. This license was first granted on April 27, 1979. Dr. Stoy is in family
practice.

3. At 7:50 p.m. on March 7, 1991, patient EA gave birth. Dr. Stephen Schmitz, the delivering
physician, indicated in his notes that the placenta was intact, but there was significant bleed-
ing; he ordered I'V fluids and Methergine.




Nursing staff notified Dr. Schmitz by telephone at 9:30 p.m. that EA continued to bleed
heavily. Dr. Schmitz ordered additional Methergine and a hemoglobin level immediately,
plus another hemoglobin level the next morning. He also asked nursing staff to consult by
telephone with Dr. Andrea Tipple, a consulting obstetrician/gynecologist, regarding the case.

Dr. Tipple ordered pitocin added to the [V for EA. She then telephoned Dr. Schmitz, dis-
cussed the case with him, and told him that someone should examine and evaluate the pa-
tient. Dr. Schmitz indicated to her he would ask Dr. Stey to do so, since Dr. Stoy was the
physician on call.

Dr. Stoy examined EA at 10:35 p.m. He performed a bimanual examination, found clots in
the cervical os, and removed 610 cc of clots with fundal pressure. At that time EA was pale,
and complained of a headache. Her pulse was 110 and her blood pressure was 66/36, which
are indicative of shock. Her hemoglobin level was 8.

Dr. Stoy found no apparent lacerations to explain the continued bleeding. He asked nursing
staff to report to Dr. Schmitz that he had examined EA and evacuated clots, and the staff did
so. He did not personally call Dr. Schmitz to discuss his findings, nor did he follow up re-
garding the findings indicating that EA was in shock.

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

. The Medical Examining Board has jurisdiction in this matter pursuant to § 448.02 (3) (c),

Stats.

The Medical Examining Board has authority to enter into this stipulated resolution without
an evidentiary hearing pursuant to § 227.44 (3), Stats.

ORDER

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED that the stipulation of the parties is approved.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that:

L.

Dr. Robert J. Stoy shall, within nine (9) months of the date of this order, submit documenta-
tion acceptable to the Board showing successful completion of 12 hours of continuing medi-
cal education in managing postpartum complications, including postpartum hemorrhaging.

Dr. Stoy shall obtain pre-approval of each course from the Board or its designated agent be-
fore he takes the course(s) in fulfillment of this requirement.

. The Department Monitor is the individual designated by the Board as its agent to coordinate
compliance with the terms of this Order, including pre-approval of continuing education and
receipt of all reports. The Department Monitor may be reached as follows:

4. The pending investigation, 95 MED 100, shall be, and hereby is, closed without further pro-
ceedings.

5. Pursuant to § 448.02 (4), Stats., if the Wisconsin Medical Examining Board determines that
there is probable cause to believe that Dr. Stoy has violated the terms of this Final Decision
and Order, the Board may order that the license of Dr. Stoy to practice medicine and surgery
in the State of Wisconsin be summarily suspended pending investigation of the alleged vio-
lation.

The rights of a party aggrieved by this Final Decision and Order to petition the Wisconsin Medi-
cal Examining Board for rehearing and to petition for judicial review are set forth in the attached
“Notice of Appeal Information.”

This Order shall become effective on the date of its signing.

NOTICE OF RIGHTS OF APPEAL

TO: J DREW RYBERG ATTY
You have been issued an Order. For purposes of service the date of mailing of this Order is

10/22/98 . Your rights to request a rehearing and/or judicial review are summarized below and set forth
fully in the statutes reprinted on the reverse side.
A. REHEARING.

Any person aggrieved by this order may file a written petition for rehearing within 20 days after service of
this order, as provided in section 227.49 of the Wisconsin Statutes The 20 day period commences on the day of
personal service or the date of mailing of this decision. The date of mailing of this Order is shown above.

A petition for rehearing should name as respondent and be filed with the party identified below.

4 A petition for rehearing shail specify in detail the grounds for relief sought and supporting authorities.
Rehearing will be granted only on the basis of some matenal error of law, material error of fact, or new evidence
sufficiently strong to reverse or modify the Order which could not have been previously discovered by due diligence.
The agency may order a rehearing or enter an order disposing of the petition without a hearing. If the agency does not
enter an order disposing of the petition within 30 days of the filing of the petition, the petition shall be deemed to have

been denied at the end of the 30 day period.
A petition for rehearing is not a prerequisite for judicial review.
B. JUDICIAL REVIEW. -

Any person aggrieved by this decision may petition for judicial review as specified in section 227.53,
Wisconsin Statutes (copy on reverse side). The petition for judicial review must be filed in circuit court where the
petitioner resides, except if the petitioner is a non-resident of the state, the proceedings shall be in the circuit court for
Dane County. The petition should name as the respondent the Department, Board, Examining Board, or Affiliated
Credentialing Board which issued the Order. A copy of the petition for judicial review must also be served upon the
respondent at the address listed below.

A petition for judicial review must be served personally or by certified mail on the respondent and filed with
the court within 30 days after service of the Order if there is no petition for rehearing, or within 30 days after service
of the order finally disposing of a petition for rehearing, or within 30 days after the final disposition by operation of
law of any petition for rehearing. Courts have held that the nght to judicial review of administrative agency decisions
is dependent upon strict compliance with the requirements of sec. 227.53 (1) (a), Stats. This statute requires, among
other things, that a petition for review be served upon the agency and be filed with the clerk of the circuit court within
the applicable thirty day period.

The 30 day period for serving and filing a petition for judicial review commences on the day after personal
service or mailing of the Order by the agency, or, if a petition for rehearing has been timely filed, the day after
personal service or mailing of a final decision or disposition by the agency of the petition for rehearing, or the day
after the final disposition by operation of the law of a petition for rehearing. The date of mailing of this Order 1s
shown above.

The petition shall state the nature of the petitioner’s interest, the facts showing that the petitioner is a person
aggrieved by the decision, and the grounds specified in section 227.57, Wisconsin Statutes, upon which the petitioner
contends that the decision should be reversed or modified. The petition shall be entitled in the name of the person
serving it as Petitioner and the Respondent as described below.
