The parties in this matter agree to the terms and conditions of the attached Stipulation as the final decision of this matter, subject to the approval of the
Department. The Department has reviewed this Stipulation and considers it acceptable.

Accordingly, the Department in this matter adopts the attached Stipulation and makes the following:

FINDINGS OF FACT

1. On exact dates unknown, but at least in September 1998, Paul N. Smith, HC R 1, Box 171, A thelstane, WI 54104, filed a survey map, which he
prepared, at the Forest County Register of Deeds office in Crandon, WI after Mr. Smith’s land surveyor license was revoked on February 2, 1997. A  true
and correct copy of this map is attached as Exhibit A.

 

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

1. The Department of Regulation and Licensing has jurisdiction in this matter pursuant to sec. 440.21, Stats.

2. By providing and billing for the preparation of a map and filing the survey map under his seal, respondent has violated secs. 443.02 and 443.18 Stats.
and Wis. A dmin. C ode § A-E 8.07.

ORDER

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY ORDERED that:

1. The respondent, Paul N. Smith, is ENJOINED and PROHIBITED from the practice of land surveying in the state of Wisconsin

2. Respondent Paul N. Smith is hereby notified that a violation of the above-order may result in a forfeiture of up to $10,000.00 for each offense and each
day of a continued violation constitutes a separate offense. The respondent is further notified that pursuant to sec. 440.21(4) Stats., the Department of
Regulation and Licensing may impose a forfeiture for the continued unlicensed practice of Mr. Smith as a land surveyor.

3. Respondent shall immediately return and all indicia of licensure to the Department of Regulation and Licensing, including but not limited to his
licensure card, wall certificate and any and all land surveyor seal(s) within his possession.

4. This Order shall become effective upon the date of its signing.
