24 (2), Stats., which includes, but
is not limited to: 1) submission of evidence satisfactory to the Board that he or she has passed the appropriate examination required for certification and
2) submission of evidence of completion of a postgraduate clinical fellowship in speech-language pathology approved by the Board. See also, s. HA S 6.02

REQUEST FOR HEARING

PLEASE NOTE that you have a right to a hearing on the denial of your application if you file a request for hearing in accordance with the provisions of Ch.
RL 1 of the Wisconsin Administrative C ode. You may request a hearing within 45 calendar days after the mailing of this notice of denial. Your request
must be submitted in writing to the HEARING AND SPEECH EXA MINING BOARD at:

The request must contain your name and address, the type of credential for which you have applied, a specific description of the mistake in fact or law
that you assert was made in the denial of your credential, and a concise statement of the essential facts which you intend to prove at the hearing. You will
be notified in writing of the Hearing and Speech Examining Board's decision. Under s. RL 1.08 of the Wisconsin A dministrative C ode, a request for a
hearing is denied if a response to a request for a hearing is not issued within 45 days of its receipt by the Hearing and Speech Examining Board. Time
periods for a petition for review begin to run 45 days after the Hearing and Speech Examining Board has received a request for a hearing and has not
responded.
