B. The conduct described in paragraphs 2, 4, and 5 above, violated § P har 7.01(1)(em) Wis. A dm. C ode. Such c onduct constitutes  unprofess ional conduct
within the meaning of the C ode and statutes.

O RDER

NO W, THEREFORE, IT  IS HEREBY  O RDERED, that the attached Stipulation is acc epted.

C ode, if the Board determines that there is probable cause
to believe that respondent has violated any term of this Final D ecision and Order, the Board may order that the license of respondent be summarily
suspended pending inves tigation of the alleged violation.
