The parties having agreed to the attached Stipulation, the Board makes the following:

FINDINGS OF FACT

1. James G. Leckey, RN, Respondent, date of birth May 3, 1969, is licensed and registered to practice nursing in the state of Wisconsin, by the Wisconsin Board of Nursing
pursuant to license number 30-123609, which was first granted July 24, 1996.

2. Respondent’s last address reported to the Department of Regulation and Licensing is 1805 Roosevelt Ave., Janesville, WI 53546.

3. During the time of the following events, Respondent practiced as a registered nurse at the Rock County Health Care Center Nursing Home.

4. On March 11, 2000, at 7:30 AM, Respondent administered Valium 10 mg. IM to a Rock County Health Care Center Nursing Home resident without a valid physician’s order.

5. On the same day, at 1:00 PM, Respondent administered Valium 10 mg. IM to a Rock County Health Care Center Nursing Home resident in the absence of direct contact with a
physician, and without a valid physician’s order.

6. On March 11, 2000, Respondent falsified the clinical records of the nursing home resident on two separate occasions.
CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

7. The Wisconsin Board of Nursing has jurisdiction to act in this matter pursuant to ss.441.07 (1)(b)(c) and (d) Wis. Stats.

8. The conduct described in paragraphs 4 through 6, above, violated ss. N 7.04(5) and (6) Wis. Adm. Code. Such conduct constitutes unprofessional conduct within the meaning
of the code and statutes.
ORDER
NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY ORDERED that the attached Stipulation is accepted.
IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that James G. Leckey, RN is REPRIMANDED.
IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that within nine months of the date of this Order, the Respondent shall complete a minimum of 8 hours of continuing education on medication
administration with a focus on scope of practice issues and the requirement to have a physician’s orders before administering medications.
Respondent shall obtain approval for the coursework from the Board or its designee before commencing the course. To obtain pre-approval for a course or courses in
compliance with this Order, Respondent shall submit a detailed description of the course and its sponsor or provider to:

Failure to comply with the terms of this Order constitutes a violation of a Board Order, contrary to s. N7.03 (14) Wis. Admin. Code and will expose James Leckey, RN to further
discipline by the Board.
