FINDINGS OF FACT

1. Kathy M. Schauer, (D.O.B. 10/01/52), W 2385 Lomira Dr., Brownsville, WI 53006; is duly licensed in the state of Wisconsin as a
hearing instrument specialist (license #277). This license was granted on March 1, 1976.

2. On January 31, 1994, Ms. Schauer’s Wisconsin Hearing Instrument Specialist license expired. On exact dates unknown, but between
February 1, 1994, and June 19, 2000, Ms. Schauer practiced as a hearing instrument specialist in Wisconsin without a current Wisconsin
license. Upon discovering on June 19, 2000 that her license was not current, Ms. Schauer ceased her Wisconsin practice as a hearing
instrument specialist until her license was reinstated.

3. In order to reinstate her license, Ms. Schauer successfully completed the practical and written examinations for licensure. Ms.
Schauer’s license was reinstated on or about September 25, 2000.

4. In resolution of this matter, Ms. Schauer consents to entry of the following Conclusions of Law and Order.

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

By the conduct described above Kathy M. Schauer violated secs. 459.02 and 459.10(1)(e), Stats.
