P rocedural H istory

T he present motion to terminate the stay of suspension came before the Board on September 19, 2000, at a duly notic ed meeting c onducted by
teleconference. The appearances at the meeting were: A rthur T hexton, P rosecuting A ttorney; Theodore N ehring, Department M onitor, C raig W. M oon,
res pondent and Daniel P . Fay, attorney for the respondent. Based upon the Motion to T erminate Stay, the documentation provided of the results of the
laboratory tests  and oral argument presented at the hearing the Board ordered:

1. T he current s tay of sus pension of the pharmacist licens e of respondent granted by the board was  to remain in effect until the next regularly sc heduled
meeting of the board on O ctober 11, 2000.

2. Based upon the s tipulation of the respondent, the respondent would not practice as a pharmac ist prior to the next regularly scheduled meeting of the
board on O ctober 11, 2000.

3. T he hearing on the motion to terminate the stay of s uspens ion was adjourned until the next regularly sc heduled meeting of the Board on O ctober 11,
2000, at whic h time the respondent would have the opportunity to pres ent evidence in opposition to the motion to terminate the s tay of suspension in
cas e number 97 PH M 52. A ll documentary evidence intended to be submitted to the Board by the respondent was to be served on the prosecuting
attorney, no later than seven (7) days prior to the O ctober 11, 2000 Board meeting.

4. T he department monitor was directed to arrange with the respondent to transfer the respondent to an approved drug screen facility that shall have
witnessed collection of urine specimens and retain c ontrol of the chain of c ustody of all urine specimens for purposes of drug screening pursuant to
paragraph 2b(4) of the Final Decision and Order ("Order") in case number 97 P HM  52 entered on A ugus t 12, 1998.

 

P ursuant to the terms of the Order, C raig W. M oon, R.P h., was to apply for a c ontinued stay of suspension at the next regularly scheduled meeting of the
Board on O ctober 11, 2000.

T he motion to terminate the s tay of sus pension, and the petition for a continued stay of suspension, as well as  a request for a modification of the terms of
the Order were c onsidered by the Board at its Oc tober 11, 2000 meeting.

Based upon the foregoing and upon review by the Board of the evidence submitted:

IT IS HEREBY  O RD ERED: that C raig W. M oon, R.P h, is granted a one month stay of the suspension of licens e number 10536 to practice pharmacy in the
State of Wisconsin. The additional requests for modification of the Order are denied. T he motion to terminate the stay of suspension in case number 97
P HM  52, is denied as moot.

IT IS FURT HER O RDERED:

1. Under the terms of the Order the number of urine screens shal l  be 8 per month, and shall be random and each urine sample’s donation shall be
witnessed.

2. T he urine sample donations shall occur at PRN (Profes sional Recovery N etwork) or a location submitted to the department monitor, and approved by
the board chairman.

3. M oon is  not to have possession, cus tody or control of any urine s ample after donation.

FURT HERMO RE, IT  IS ORDERED that in all other respects, the previous orders  of the board in this  matter remain in full force and effec t.
