T he parties in this matter agree to the terms  and conditions of the attached Stipulation as the interim decision of this matter, subject to the approval of
the Board. T he Board has  reviewed this  Stipulation and considers it acceptable.

A ccordingly, the Board in this matter adopts the attached Stipulation and makes the following:

FINDINGS O F FA C T

1. Respondent is John A nthony Ferris, M.D., dob 4/23/44, who is licensed as a physician and surgeon in Wisconsin pursuant to license #33626, first
granted on 8/19/92. Res pondent's address of record is 123 Hospital Dr. #206, Watertown, WI 53098. Respondent is a family practitioner in solo
practice.

2. Respondent did, on multiple rec ent occasions, cons ume C -IV  controlled substances without a prescription from another authorized prescriber.

3. Respondent maintains  office samples of c ontrolled subs tances for patients , but has never conducted a biennial inventory, and has not maintained
records of receipt of such substances.

4. Respondent represents to the Board that he has removed all controlled substances samples from his office.

C O NC LUSION S OF LA W

A . T he Wiscons in M edical Examining Board has jurisdiction to act in this  matter pursuant to §448.02(3), Wis. Stats . and is authorized to enter into the
attac hed Stipulation purs uant to §227.44(5), Wis. Stats.

O RDER

NO W, THEREFORE, IT  IS HEREBY  O RDERED, that the attached Stipulation is acc epted.

IT IS FURTHER O RDERED, that effective the date respondent signed the attached Stipulation, and until file 01 M ed 116 is closed by the Board, the
licens e to prac tice medic ine and surgery of John A nthony Ferris , MD , is LIMIT ED as provided in §448.02(3)(e), Wis . Stats., and as  follows: respondent
shall not possess in his office or dispense any controlled substance, including any sample, to any person, and s hall not possess in any other place, or
consume, any c ontrolled subs tance except cons istent with a prescription for him by another authorized prescriber for a legitimate medical purpose.
Respondent shall provide a witnes sed s ample of his blood or urine forthwith upon request of any agent of the Board or Department.

IT IS FURTHER O RDERED, that pursuant to §448.02(3)(a), John A nthony Ferris, MD, shall undergo a comprehensive physical and mental evaluation at a
facility ac ceptable to the Board or its designee, and s hall c ooperate fully with the examiners  including by releasing all health care records to them,
answering their questions fully and accurately, and completing all test instruments  in good faith and to the best of his ability. Respondent shall release all
records of the examinations to the Board and Department, and the Board shall consider the results of the examinations in this investigation and
proceeding. The examination shall be c onducted in a residential or in-patient setting, and be completed no later than O ctober 19, 2001. T he staff and
consultants of Professional Recovery N etwork are acc eptable examiners , and Rogers M emorial Hospital of Oconomowoc, is an acceptable facility, for
these examinations.

IT IS FURTHER O RDERED, that pursuant to §448.02(4), Wis. Stats ., if the Board determines that there is probable cause to believe that respondent has
violated any term of this Interim D ecis ion and O rder, the Board may order that the license and registration of respondent be summarily suspended
pending investigation of the alleged violation and the completion of the underlying inves tigation.
