PROCEDURAL HISTORY

On November 30, 2006, the Wisconsin Chiropractic Examining Board (Board) reviewed Richard Golde’s, D.C., petition for
reinstatement of his license that was revoked by Board Order on March 26, 2002.

FINDINGS OF FACT

1.  On March 26, 2002, the Board revoked Richard Golde’s, D.C., license to practice chiropractic because of the serious nature
of the violations that were found.

2. On July 25, 2006, Richard Golde, D.C., petitioned the Board to reinstate his license.

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

The Board has jurisdiction and authority in this matter pursuant to Wis. Stas., s. 446.03.
ORDER

Based on the Board’s review of the record, the Board declines at this time to exercise its discretion in favor of granting
petitioner’s request for reinstatement of his license. The Board revoked the petitioner’s license based upon its determination that
his conduct was sufficiently egregious to require his removal from the profession of chiropractic. The Board cannot predict a
future time when it would look favorably upon a petition for reinstatement of Richard Golde’s license. The Board therefore
ORDERS, that Richard Golde’s, D.C., petition for reinstatement of his license is DENIED.
