PROCEDURAL HISTORY
 

On November 20, 2008, the Wisconsin Chiropractic Examining Board (Board) issued a Final Decision and Order for the
Respondent.  The order required the Respondent to complete eight (6) hours of preapproved continuing education (CE)
within ninety (90) days of the date of the order.  The ninety (90) day period will expire on February 18, 2009.  The
Respondent petitioned the Board asking in the alternative that the Board extend her deadline 180 days for completion of the
CE or that the Board accept the CE course she submitted for the Board’s February 5, 2009 meeting.  At that meeting the
Board considered the Respondent’s petition and the materials submitted.   
 

FINDINGS OF FACT
 

1.   The description of the course “Documentation, CPT Coding and Billing Compliance” was submitted to the Board for
approval at its February 5, 2009 meeting.  The course submitted does not address the issues related to the disciplinary
order.  The course is denied approval.  In total the Respondent has submitted five CE courses for approval and all five
have been denied approval by the Board. 

 
3.   The Board’s November 20, 2008 order grants the Respondent until February 18, 2009 to complete her CE

requirements.  It also contains a provision that enables the Board to suspend the Respondent’s license, without further
notice or hearing, if the Respondent has not complied with the terms of that order by February 18, 2009.  

 
 

ORDER
 

IT IS HEREBY ORDERED THAT, Dr. Hundt is granted a 30 day extension to complete the CE requirement in her
November 20, 2008 order.  The extension begins on February 18, 2009.
 
IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that Dr. Hundt’s license will be suspended without notice or hearing, if the Respondent has not
completed the required CE by March 20, 2009.  The Board or its designee will remove the suspension, if provided with
sufficient information that Dr. Hundt is in compliance with the order.
 
IT IS FURTHER ORDERED THAT this Order is effective on the date of signing.
