School will make the proper refund no later than thirty-one (40) days of the Student’s written request for cancellation or withdrawal. 




	1. Student is entitled to a full refund if one or more of the following criteria are met.

(A) The Student cancels the enrollment agreement or enrollment application within (3) business days after signing.
(B) The Student does not meet the School’s minimum admission requirements.

(C) The Student’s enrollment was procured as a result of misrepresentation in the written materials utilized by the School.

Refund Calculation Rate
· Refund is going to be on a prorated rate, total amount paid divided by No. of hours spent.
· If the student completed 60 % or more of the total hours then there will be no refund.



7. You will not be required to purchase instructional supplies, books and tools or permits until such time as these materials are required. Once these materials are purchased, no refund will be made.

8. The length of a course for purposes of calculating refunds owed is the actual hours behind the wheel training, classroom training, none driving field training.

9. The effective date of withdrawal or dismissal, for refund purposes, will be based on the last day of attendance.
ENROLLMENT QUALIFICATIONS

In order to be enrolled in the Course, you must meet the following requirements:
1. Successful interview with the School’s Admissions Representative.

2. Valid drivers license from students resident state.

3. Must be free of physical impairment that would prohibit safe operation of the equipment.

4. Must be at least 21 years old. 
5. Must be drug free.
6. Must pass the D.M.V. written examination and a D.O.T. physical examination. Must also obtain a commercial driver’s license learners permit within the first week of the course. The permit is required in order to participate in behind the wheel training, which begins in the second week of training.

RELATIONSHIP OF COURSE TO STATE LICENSE REQUIREMENTS

The course is designed to prepare you to obtain and safely operate a Commercial Driver’s License (CDL). Employment in this career field requires a state-issued CDL license.

GRADUATION REQUIREMENTS

2. Successfully complete all specified requirements in Classroom, “Skills” and Road modules with a minimum grade average of 80%;

3. Obtain a Class “A” commercial Driver’s License.
