REFUND POLICY

If the student cancels the enrollment agreement within three (3) business days (excluding Saturdays, Sundays and legal holidays) of signing the agreement, all monies paid shall be refunded.  If the student does not receive a Customer’s Right to Cancel form at the time of enrollment, all monies paid shall be refunded if the student cancels the enrollment agreement within three (3) business days (excluding Saturdays, Sundays and legal holidays) of the date the student finally receives this form.  

If payment was made by credit card, signer must provide number, cardholder name and expiration date to the school.

If the student does not cancel within three (3) business days and does not attend class, the school will refund all monies paid except the registration fee, which shall  not exceed $100.  In this instance, the additional down payment will be refunded.

A student is recorded as having constructively terminated his/her program if more than 10 days on which classes were held, have passed since the last date of actual attendance, unless earlier notice of termination is received by the School, in which case, termination is the date of receipt of notice. Notices of withdrawal may be, but are not required to be in writing.

After 60% of the program has been completed, and the student withdraws, or is terminated, there shall be no refund.

Since the registration fee, which shall not exceed $100, is part of the tuition, it is not subtracted from the tuition in calculating the above percentages The School shall automatically make the appropriate refund within forty days of the date the student fails to enter or terminates training, or within 10 days if cancellation occurs within three business days.  Refunds are always based on the student's last date of attendance.  The student shall also be entitled to a refund of unearned finance charges by the Rule of 78's upon prepayment of this agreement or early termination.   

I am not allergic to cosmetics nor do I have any other condition that would limit my participation in light exercise or in runway programs.  I hereby assume all risk of allergic reaction to cosmetics and of injury and damage resulting from my training at the John Casablancas Center, and I hereby release the Center of and from all claims resulting from any such allergic reaction and from any personal injury or damage which I may sustain as a result of my training.

Student and Signer acknowledge that tapes, photographs and negatives taken for training purposes are the property of the School and/or photographer.

Employment Assistance: The School cannot guarantee placement, however, placement services are available by referral to modeling and talent agencies.  Models and actors work as independent contractors on a per hour basis rather than as employees, therefore, graduates cannot be referred to specific employment openings.  Job potential depends solely on student's ability to meet requirements of a potential employer.

Refresher classes are allowed at no additional charge, at the Center’s discretion in scheduling, any time within thirty-six months of the Date of Acceptance of this contract, provided the student’s financial obligation to the school is in good standing at the time of refresher class scheduling and participation.  

The terms of this contract requires you to complete the training within a maximum of one and a half times the original contract length.

The School reserves the right to terminate any student who shows excessive tardiness or absences: maliciously destroys or damages any property of the School (the student may be held liable for the repair and/or replacement of the damaged property), engages in unlawful or improper conduct or conduct contrary to the best interests of the school, or any conduct that reflects discredit upon the School: demonstrates behavior disruptive of normal classroom discipline.

Every effort will be made to assign the student to class schedules that best fit his/her personal requirements.  However, the School has the right to arrange the student’s date of entrance into resident training and his /her class hours within   the limitations of its facilities and its overall enrollment scheduling.

If applicant is a minor and parent or guardian sign this agreement, such signature shall bind such person to all terms hereof, upon acceptance by the School.

The date of execution of this contract is the date of acceptance.

It is the sole responsibility of the parents and designated caregivers of each Student to assure that the Student remains on the School premises  until the Student is picked up from the School by a parent or designated caregiver, or the Student leaves the School by another means of transportation that has been approved by the parent or caregiver.   The responsibility of the parent or caregiver includes remaining on the School premises until the Student leaves the School premises.  The School has no obligation to assure that the Student arrives at the School, or that the Student remains on School premises, or that the Student has authorized transportation or leaves the School in the custody of a parent or authorized caregiver.   The undersigned releases the School from all responsibility or liability relating to the Student failing to arrive at the School or relating to the time or manner that the Student leaves the School premises.  The undersigned will indemnify the School against all claims, damages and attorney fees (including for claims made on behalf of the child) relating to the Student’s arrival at or leaving the School premises.

ANY HOLDER OF THIS CONSUMER CREDIT CONTRACT IS SUBJECT TO ALL CLAIMS AND DEFENSES WHICH THE DEBTOR COULD ASSERT AGAINST THE SELLER OF GOODS OR SERVICES OBTAINED PURSUANT HERETO OR WITH THE PROCEEDS HEREOF.  RECOVERY HEREUNDER BY THE DEBTOR SHALL NOT EXCEED AMOUNTS PAID BY THE DEBTOR HEREUNDER.

Notice is hereby given that the School intends to assign this contract to a Holder to be determined and provided to Borrower upon such assignment.

If the Student/Buyer requests to make installment payments, the Buyer, by signature on the reverse side hereby consents to a personal credit check.

Check Charge:  School or Assignee may charge a $20.00 fee if a check, negotiable order of withdrawal or share draft is returned for insufficient funds or insufficient credit.

Subject to Borrower’s right to any notice of default, right to cure default, and any other applicable laws, if Borrower defaults, School or Assignee may require Borrower to repay the entire unpaid balance less a refund of unearned Finance Charges. School or Assignee may exercise its option to accelerate during any default by Borrower regardless of any prior forbearance.  

The term “School” shall be deemed to include assignee or subsequent holder of this contract and all rights and benefits accruing to the School under the terms hereof shall also accrue to School’s assignee or subsequent assignee.  In construing this contract, the gender and number of words used may be changed to meet the context.  Any part of this contract contrary to the law of this state shall not invalidate other parts of this contract.
Any dispute or claim arising out of or relating to this Agreement shall be settled solely and exclusively by arbitration in accordance with the rules of the American Arbitration Association (the “AAA”).  Such arbitration shall be before a single arbitrator designated by the AAA. Arbitration shall take place in the city in which the school is located.  Except as hereafter provided, each party will pay its own attorney fees, and we and you will pay the costs of the arbitrators equally.  The arbitrator shall not be permitted to award attorney fees to either party, nor to assess punitive or exemplary damages.  Arbitration of any proceeding relating to this Agreement may not be combined with arbitration of any claims of parties who do not have an interest in this Agreement.  If the party against whom the arbitration award is entered fails to abide by such award then the prevailing party may cause the arbitration award to be enforced in courts authorized in this Agreement, and the non-prevailing in arbitration shall pay the attorney fees and other expenses incurred by the prevailing party incurred in enforcing such award.
