DISPUTES SUBJECT TO ARBITRATION
For purposes of this section, the terms “I,” “me,” “my” and “student” mean the student. The terms “you,” “yours” or “school” mean Recording Radio Film Connection, Inc., dba Recording Radio Film Connection & CASA Schools, its officers, directors, and employees, and its parents and subsidiaries, and any officers, directors, and employees of those entities. 
Any dispute, claim, or controversy between student and the school arising out of or relating in any way to: (i) the Enrollment Agreement or any relationship resulting from the Enrollment Agreement; (ii) any act or omission regarding student or school’s rights, obligations, duties, performance or non-performance concerning or relating to the Enrollment Agreement; (iii) student’s enrollment or participation in any program offered or facilitated by the school; (iv) any representations made to student by the school, or student’s communications with the school relating to programs or services offered by the school; or (v) any platform or services for students to obtain financing through a third party, shall be decided by binding arbitration. The arbitration of any dispute between student and the school arising out of or relating to a finance agreement for or supporting student’s enrollment may be consolidated with an arbitration pursuant to this arbitration agreement. Student and the school exclude from this arbitration agreement any claim of less than $5,000 brought in a small claims court or other similar court with limited jurisdictional amount and expedited procedure. 
Student and the school delegate to the arbitrator the exclusive authority to resolve any disputes concerning or relating to the validity, applicability, construction, scope, interpretation or enforceability of their arbitration agreement, including without limitation contract defenses and defenses based on unconscionability and/or matters of public policy. Student and the school also incorporate by this reference the rules of the American Arbitration Association (“AAA”) in effect at the time student executes the Enrollment Agreement concerning delegation of authority to the arbitrator. 
RIGHT TO REJECT
I may reject the arbitration agreement by mailing a signed rejection notice to the school at 6060 Center Drive, Suite 1000, 10th Floor, Los Angeles, CA 90045, within 45 days of the date that I sign the Enrollment Agreement. Any rejection notice must include my name, address, e-mail address, telephone number and driver’s license number or other government ID number.
CHOICE OF ARBITRATION PROVIDER AND ARBITRATION RULES
Unless the parties agree to an alternative, the arbitration shall be administered by the AAA before a single arbitrator under the AAA’s Commercial Arbitration Rules, and any applicable supplementary AAA procedures (like the Supplementary Procedures for Consumer- Related Disputes) in effect at the time student executes the Enrollment Agreement. Information about the arbitration process can be obtained from AAA at www.adr.org.

FORUM AND VENUE FOR DISPUTE RESOLUTION
Any state or federal court with jurisdiction and venue may enter an order enforcing the parties’ arbitration agreement (i.e., compelling arbitration and staying or dismissing a lawsuit), enter judgment on the arbitrator’s award, or take any action authorized under the Federal Arbitration Act (9 U.S.C. §§ 1-16). Without limiting the foregoing, the parties agree that an action to enforce the arbitration agreement, to stay or dismiss a court action, or to enter judgment on an arbitration award may be brought in state or federal court located in California. Venue for any other proceeding relating to the Enrollment Agreement (e.g., a small claim proceeding or claim that the arbitrator has found is not subject to arbitration) shall be in state or federal court located California. The parties agree that California has jurisdiction over any action described in this paragraph.
LOCATION OF ARBITRATION
All in-person hearings and conferences in the arbitration shall take place in a locale within the federal judicial district in which student resides, unless the school and student agree otherwise. If my claim is for $10,000 or less, the school agrees that I may choose whether the arbitration will be conducted solely on the basis of documents submitted to the arbitrator, through a telephonic hearing or by an in-person hearing as established by the AAA Rules. If my claim exceeds $10,000, the right to a hearing will be determined by the AAA rules or rules of the chosen arbitration provider.
CHOICE OF LAW
California law applies to any and all disputes that arise under or relate to the Enrollment Agreement, except where the Federal Arbitration Act applies to matters concerning arbitration. The substantive and procedural provisions of the Federal Arbitration Act, and not any state law, govern the arbitration agreement and any and all issues relating to the arbitrability of claims or enforcement of the arbitration agreement or any provision thereof.
COSTS, FEES, AND EXPENSES OF ARBITRATION
Each party shall bear the expense of its own counsel, experts, witnesses, and preparation and presentation of proofs. All fees and expenses of the arbitrator and administrative fees and expenses of the arbitration shall be paid by the parties as provided by the Commercial Arbitration Rules of the AAA governing the proceeding, including the Supplementary Procedures for Consumer-Related Disputes, to the extent applicable, or by specific ruling by the arbitrator, or by agreement of the parties.
RELIEF AND REMEDIES
Subject to the limitations in this agreement, the arbitrator shall have the authority to award in favor of the individual party seeking relief all remedies permitted by applicable substantive law, including, without limitation, compensatory, statutory and punitive damages (subject to constitutional limits that would apply in court). The arbitrator may award declaratory or injunctive relief in favor of the individual party seeking relief and only to the extent necessary to provide relief warranted in that party’s individual claim. Upon the timely request of either party, the arbitrator shall render a written decision setting forth his or her essential findings and the basis of his or her award. If the arbitrator determines that any claim or defense is frivolous or intended to oppress the other party, then the arbitrator may award sanctions in the form of attorneys’ fees and expenses reasonably incurred by the other party (including arbitration administration fees, arbitrator’s fees, and attorney, expert and witness fees), to the extent such fees and expenses could be imposed under Rule 11 of the Federal Rules of Civil Procedure or under 28 USC § 1927.
SEVERABILITY, SURVIVAL
The parties’ arbitration agreement shall survive my full payment of amounts owed for my enrollment, the school’s sale or transfer of rights under any finance agreement, any bankruptcy or insolvency, and any change in my school-enrollment status. If the arbitrator or court with authority to decide the issue decides that any part of the arbitration agreement is invalid or unenforceable (including with respect to public injunctive relief), then such specific part or parts shall be of no force and effect, and shall be severed from the arbitration, but the remainder of the arbitration agreement shall continue in full force and effect. Any severed claims shall be stayed during the duration of any arbitration pursuant to this arbitration agreement. Any or all of the limitations set forth in the arbitration agreement may be specifically waived by the party against whom the claim is asserted. Such waiver shall not waive or affect any other portion of the arbitration agreement.

TUITION AND FEES
All students must meet with Financial Planning Office concerning tuition arrangements prior to enrollment. Students in continuous enrollment will be guaranteed the tuition rate and fees in effect at the time of their initial class start date throughout the remainder of their program. Students who leave school for any reason and later return will re-enter at the tuition rate and fees in accordance with the current catalog in effect at the time of re-entry.
